Material Uncertainty Related to Going Concern

The company's net worth has fully eroded due to past
losses. The main business of HAIC was procurement
and sale of food grain for FCl and same has been
discontinued from FY 2017-18. The remaining business
consists of company as being agent of Indian Oil
Corporation, running Petrol Pump and warehousing.
However, the said businesses are not sufficient to cover
the losses incurred by the company. Due to this the
business as going concern becomes little doubtful.

However, management has taken steps to start new
business of sale and purchase of Grocery related items
under the project name “Harhit” in the state of Haryana
and is hoping to add new diversion to business activities.
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Matter of Emphasis

We draw attention to the following matters in the Notes
to the Financial Statements:

Note No. 2 read with Note No. 30(b)(i)

The accumulated losses of the company is Rs.
18150.85 Lakh. Share Capital of the company is Rs.
414.04 Lakh. The net worth of the company has
completely eroded.

Note No. 3, read with Note No. 30(c)(i)

The company has defaulted in the repayment of loan
from Nabard. The default in current maturities of loan
from nabard is quantified as per CARO Report.

Note No. 6 read with Note No. 30(d)(i)

The company has been serving interest during the year
for the cash limits drawn. However, in the year 2020-21,
the Indian Bank has marked the account of company as
NPA and no further clarification has been received from
the company regarding the same.

Note No. 7, read with No. 30(d)(ii)

Advance from the parties earlier grouped under Trade
Payable have been regrouped by the company in the
current financial year and previous year figures have
been regrouped accordingly. The balances are subject
to confirmation and reconciliation.

Note No. 8 read with Note No. 30(d)(iii)

Advance from parties amounting to Rs. 1347.18 Lakh,
which was earlier included in Trade payable has been
regrouped. The balances are subject to confirmation
and reconciliation.

Note No. 8 read with Note No. 30(d)(iii)

Subsidy payable amounting to Rs. 290.70 Lakh includes
subsidy received from Government payable against
sale of Metallic Bins, agriculture implements etc. Due to
lack of demand and competition from open market, the
company has seen downfall in the sale of subsidised
items and the subsidy is standing payable in the books of
accounts. The balance is subject to reconciliation and
can be demanded back by the government if such is not
finally exhausted by the company.

Note No. 9 read with Note No. 30(d)(iv)

Short term provision includes amount withheld of
employees against whom charge sheet has been done.
The balances include amount outstanding for more than
10 years and are subject to verification and
reconciliation and appropriate provisioning is required
forthe same.
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Gratuity and Leave encashment provision is made as
per valuation by LIC. No separate independent actuarial
valuation is taken by the company.

Note No. 10 read with Note No. 30(e)(i)

The management has stated that fixed assets are all in
good and workable condition and no provisioning of
unserviceable fixed asset has been done during the
year. The company has charged depreciation as per
Schedule Il of Companies Act, 2013. The company has
maintained records of its title deeds for lands available
with the company. However, in some cases where title
deed was not available, the company had maintained
Fard/Jamabandi/Intekal report and same has been
taken as relevant record for title deed except for the title
deeds not available as reported by company in Note No.
30(e)(i) and as reported in our CARO Report annexed.
The physical verification of fixed asset is the
responsibility of the management and we have relied on
the management representation for the physical
verification.

Capital work in progress has been long standing in the
company books of accounts. The incomplete building in
Market Board Mandi Area Rohtak has now been put up
for sale by the company.

Note No. 11 read with Note No. 30(e)(ii)

The management has created provision for Indo Britain
Agro Farms of Rs. 52 Lakh and Global Industries worth
Rs. 27.63 Lakh on account of diminution of value of
investment. The company has taken up the matter in
respective district courts for remaining investments and
court has marked separate provision by holding the
disputed amount in the court and awarded the decree to
company. The company is hopeful for the full recovery of
the amount in dispute and will provide for income on
receipt basis.

Note No. 12 read with Note No. 30(e)(iii)

Security deposits standing with company is standing
since long and also includes amount for the business
segments which has already been shut down by the
company. This needs to be reviewed and reconciled by
the company.

Other loans and advances includes salary hold of the
employees against whom legal actions are pending. The
company has however created provisioning amounting
to Rs. 979.21 Lakh for balances outstanding since long
and company is not certain for its recovery.

Note No. 13 read with Note No. 30(e)(iv)

Shortage under investigation includes dispute relating
to paddy yield and non reconciliation of gunny and poly
bags recoverable from Rice Miller and various
employees. The company has created provision of Rs.
21.53 Lakh for which no court case has been initiated.
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Non-current deposits with maturity period more than 12
months, includes deposit with Registrar Punjab &
Haryana High Court worth Rs. 1.62 Lakh against case
pending in High Court. The matter is still pending in High
Court and company has not provided contingent liability
against the interest portion awarded in favour of the
opposite party, refer Note No. 30(a)(i)

Note No. 14 read with 30(f)(i)

Except for the matters qualified regarding the valuation
of inventory in Point no. 2 of Annexure lll, the physical
verification of the stock has been done by the
management and we have relied on the reports of the
management. Further, the management has declared
that the stock is good and serviceable and we have
relied on the management representation for the same.

The company has declared the paddy stock of 18246.60
MT worth Rs. 4019.80 Lakh is lying with Rice Millers, for
which the verification report or reconciliation statement
is not available.

Note No. 14 read with 30(f)(ii)

The company has created provision for the doubtful
debtors worth Rs. 1844.12 Lakh. The provision is
against debtors other than FCI and the debtors against
whom no litigation is pending. Further, we have relied on
the management representation for the credibility of the
remaining debtors and their nature as good and
recoverable. However, the balances include the debtors
recoverable for more than 10 years.

Note No. 14 read with 30(f)(iii)

Cash and bank balances are maintained by the district
managers at various locations. The high value cash
transactions are mostly done at locations where Petrol
Pump is operational, refer Note No. 10. The balances
are subject to reconciliation.

Note No. 17 read with 30(f)(iv)

Advance to parties include balances paid to parties for
more than 10 years and balances are subject to
reconciliation and confirmation.

The VAT/CST assessment for all the location till 2017-
18 (First Quarter) has been completed and the VAT input
worth Rs. 989.67 Lakh has been confirmed by Haryana
Excise & Taxation Dept in the orders. The company has
not carried forward the VAT Input tax creditto GST and
hence the amount stands credit in VAT. The company
has yet to file application for the refund of the said
amount with the Excise & Taxation Department
Haryana.

The Tax recoverable from authorities amounting to Rs.
716.60 is subject to confirmation and reconciliation.

Note No. 18 read with Note No. 30(g)(i)

The management had taken decision in 2017-18 to stop
the business segment relating to procurement of wheat
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and paddy. The decision has resulted in closure of
business comprising of more than 70% revenue of the
company. The future going concern of the company has
been in question and same is referred in para “Material
Uncertainty Related to Going Concern”

“Our opinionis not modified in respect of these matters”.

Subject to Annexure | and 111 of Audit report, in our opinion
and on the basis of audit conducted for financial year 2019-
20, we have observed weak internal financial control in the
company. The lack of proper books of accounts and no
system of proper and regular check and audits has lead to
our qualified opinion in this regard. The management does
not have regular compliance audit and internal audit as
required by law to keep in check the regular working of the
company. It has been observed that internal audit of the
company has been done years later after the close of
financial year. The internal audit of FY 2019-20 has been
completed in 2022 which defeats the purpose of audit. On
the basis of above, the Company has an inadequate
internal financial controls system over financial reporting.

The company has not maintained its proper records
and books of accounts. The quantitative records and
situation of fixed assets, inventory are not properly
maintained and therefore, we are unable to comment
on the true and fair picture of the fixed assets of the
company.

The company has not maintained proper records of
inventory. The company has not followed the
provisions of AS-2 “Valuation of Inventories” where the
stock is to be valued at cost price or NRV whichever is
lower. The company has loaded expenses indirectly
related to inventory in its valuation, thereby inflating the
valuation of inventory. This practice of valuation of
inventory by adding indirect expenses is being
followed by the company for a long time. Due to lack of
proper record the inflated value of inventory is not
quantifiable.

The trade payable as per note 7 amountto Rs. 1806.01
Lakh includes balances outstanding for more than 10
years for which management has not made
appropriate provisions. The balances are subject to
reconciliation and confirmation.

Advance from parties as per note 8 amounting to Rs.
1347.18 Lakh includes balances outstanding for more
than 10 years for which management has not made
appropriate provisions. The balances are subject to
reconciliation and confirmation.

There is no reconciliation of subsidy payable of Rs.
290.70 Lakh. The company has not maintained
records of subsidy payable and it is not possible to
verify the amount standing as payable in the financial
statements. The company has reduced its business of
trading of metallic bins over the period and has not
made any reconciliation of the subsidy payable or
provided any confirmation.

On verification of GST records, it has been observed
that company has taken separate GST number for all
the centres during the year however, no GST has been
charged on interunit sale or transfer of the goods,
inventories or fixed assets. The transfers are subject to
GST. However, due to lack of appropriate records, we
are unable to ascertain the amount of default.

There is neither any balance confirmation nor any
reconciliation with the Other Advance containing
advance to employees of the company amounting to
Rs. 122.50 Lakh. The company has provided provision
of Rs. 979.21 Lakh against gross advances to
employee of Rs. 1101.72 Lakh, however, the provision
has been made on estimate basis and there is no clear
demarcation of the provision against the amount
outstanding.

The company has provided provision of Rs. 21.52 Lakh
against gross shortage of Rs. 1437.35 Lakh, however,
the provision has been made on estimate basis and
there is no clear demarcation of the provision against
the amount outstanding.

The stock in loose tools amounting to Rs. 1.05 Lakh
have been standing for a long time and the
serviceability of the stock is questionable. Hence we
are unable to comment on the serviceability of the
stock due to lack of proper records and physical
verification report. The stock as per note 26A
amounting to Rs. 7.85 Lakh has been standing for a
long period and the serviceability of the stock is
questionable. Further, inventory as per note 26D
amounting to Rs.20.59 Lakh and 26E of Rs. 16.11 Lakh
has been standing for a long time. The same needs to
be written off, and hence the stock is inflated by Rs.
45.60 Lakh.

There is neither any balance confirmation nor any
reconciliation of the trade receivables of the company
amounting to Rs.7852.85 Lakh. The debtors include
balance outstanding for more than 10 years. The
company has provided provision of Rs. 1844.12 Lakh
against gross shortage of Rs. 9696.97 Lakh, however,
the provision has been made on estimate basis and
there is no clear demarcation of the provision against
the amount outstanding.

There is neither any balance confirmation nor any
reconciliation of the Advance to Parties amounting to
Rs.2469.33 Lakh. The balance includes amount
outstanding for more than 10 years and company has
not made appropriate provision against the unsecured
advances. Due to lack of records, we are unable to
quantify the impact on financial statement.

Claims and other recoverable under note 17 further
includes GST input of Rs. 6.67 Lakh which is subject to
reconciliation and confirmation. The lack of data and
information makes it uncertainable to comment on the
genuineness of the asset recorded.

The trade receivable, trade payable, advance to
parties, advance from parties, inventories,
investments have been standing in the books of
account for more than 10 years and no appropriate
provisioning has been done to mitigate the
unserviceable assets and liabilities. Hence the assets
and liabilities of the company are inflated and impact of
the same on profitability can not be ascertained.

Traces portal of the company shows Demand of TDS
worth Rs. 32.13 Lakh. The same has not been
provided in the financial statements by the company
and hence the liability is short stated by Rs. 32.13
Lakh. The interest liability on the outstanding demand
increases with passage of time and same cannot be
ascertained till the demand is paid by the company.

The title deeds of the lands have been shown to us,
except as mentioned in CARO report and Note 30(e)(l)
for which title deed was not available.

The company has failed to record the interest income
from fixed deposit held with HDFC Bank for 2017-18,
2018-19 as detailed below in relevant year and has
now recorded the income under “Prior Period Item”.
Further, the fixed deposit related to income in question
is not recorded in the books of accounts and hence the
asset of the company is understated and due to non
availability of records, the amount of understatement
cannotbe ascertained.

These observations
have lead us to comment on the weak and poor internal
financial controls in the company.

The company does not have regular secretarial audit,
the compliances under Companies Act are not regular
and the impact of the late compliances on the financial
impactis not ascertainable.
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27. As explained to us, the company has not laid down
Annual General Meeting for the financial year 2018-19.
The audited accounts for the FY 2018-19 has not been
adopted by shareholders.

28. The Accumulated Losses of the company at the end of

financial year amounts to Rs. 18150.85 Lakh. The paid

up share capital of the company is Rs 4.14 Lakh.

Therefore the net worth of the company is fully eroded.

Contingent liability not provided for:-

Company has deposited an amount of Rs. 1.62
Lakh (Note No. 13) with Registrar Punjab & Haryana
High Court in the case of Mahabir Krishi Udhyog,
Narnaul (RSA No. 2547 of 2012) which is still
pending. The case was awarded in the favour of
other party at district court and HAIC appeal is
pending at P&H High Court. The matter is pending at
high court and company has not provided provision
for interest portion as awarded by district court in
favour of opposite party.

Sales Tax/VAT/Income Tax assessment/appeal are
pending at assessing/appellate authorities of 1981-

The company has incurred losses of Rs 1301.09
Lakh during the year after taking into effect all the
provisions made during the time of audit. The effect
of the same may be taken in the revised income tax
return when option is available to revise and effects
may be dealt with accordingly.

Non Current Liabilities —

Long term borrowings — The company has defaulted
in repayment of long term loan taken from NABARD
and same is unpaid till date refer Note No. 3. The
company is transferring the current maturities of the
long term loan from NABARD to Other current
liabilities refer Note No. 8, but no repayment has
been donet till date.

Current Liabilities-

Short Term Borrowings — The company has secured
cash credit limits from Union Bank, Allahabad Bank
(now Indian Bank), State Bank of India and Punjab &
Sind Bank as per note 6. The company has been
regular in paying dues against said cash credit limits
during the year.

During the year, following the circular of RBI, the
P&S Bank has rescheduled the cash credit limit and
accordingly converted 60% of the sanction limit into
short term loan, with original collateral and sanction
terms. The bank has not rescheduled the payment
terms and the same is still included in cash credit
limit.

The loan of Indian bank has been marked as NPA by
the bank as on 31-03-2021 (Event occurring after
balance sheet date AS-4), however, the interest on
the same has been recognized during the current
financial year, being standard account.

Trade Payable — The trade payables includes the
creditors of the company, as against earlier which
included advances from customer. Hence the trade
payable for FY 2018-19 has decreased from Rs.
3764.13 Lakh to Rs. 2638.38 Lakh on account of
regrouping of advance from customer to its
respective head under Note 8 “Other Current
Liabilities”. The trade payable of 2019-20 includes
creditors from whom goods have been purchased,
the advances from customer has been grouped
separately under Note 8 “Other Current Liabilities”.
The balances are subject to confirmation and
reconciliation.

Other Current Liabilities — The other current
liabilities have been regrouped according to Format
and Guidance Notes laid down as per Schedule 11|
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of Companies Act, 2013. The provision for
employee benefit has been regrouped as per
Schedule I1l, to Note 9, Short term provision. The
balances are subject to confirmation and
reconciliation.

Subsidy Payable amounting to Rs. 290.70 Lakh
includes subsidy payable on account of sale of
Metallic Bins, urea, agriculture implements etc. The
amount is payable to the beneficiary on the sale of
the metallic bins. The company has received the
subsidy from the government, however, due to lack
of demand and increase in competition, the sale of
the company of the relevant products has
decreased marginally and hence subsidy amount is
outstanding with the company. The balance subsidy
payable is subject to reconciliation.

Statutory liability amounting to Rs. 264.25 Lakh
includes Interest demand on VAT after assessment
for FY 2014-15 of Rs. 245.83 Lakh. The company
has created provision against said amount after
assessment, but the same has not been paid till
date.

Out of the property at Panchkula, Bays No. 15-20,
Sector-4, Head Office, Panchkula, 2 plots have
been sold to Haryana Women and Child
Development and 1 plot to Haryana Agro R&D
Centre. However, the sale transaction has still not
been registered with the Registrar. The company
has allotment letter from HUDA and no registry has
been done for the property by the company as on
date.

The depreciation has been charged at Straight line
method as per provisions laid down under Schedule
Il of Companies act, 2013. Land owned has been
leased to IOC for setting up of petrol pump. Refer
Note 10.

Capital Work in progress amounting to Rs. 27.82
Lakh includes building under construction at Rohtak
unit, which was pending for more than 10 years. The
constructions has been stopped due to unavoidable
circumstances and same has been put up for sale
on‘“asitis” basis.

Non Current Investment — The company has
invested in various equity instruments. The
investments are carried at purchase value, except
the investment in Indo Britain Agro Farms valued at
Rs. 52 Lakh and Global Industries Limited at Rs.
27.63 Lakh. The company has created provision on
the above mentioned doubtful investments
amounting to Rs.79.63 Lakh. Refer Note 11. The
company is in process of recovery from the
remaining investments and has filed suits against
the remaining companies for the recovery of amount
invested.

Long term loans & advances — Other advances, in
Note 12, amounting to Rs. 1101.72 Lakh, includes
advances recoverable from employees of the
company. The company has created provision
against the doubtful recoverable amounting to Rs.
979.21 Lakh which has been pending for more than
15 years. The balances are subject to confirmation
and reconciliation.

Earlier long term loans and advances included
“Shortage under investigation” amounting to Rs.
1437.35 Lakh (PY Rs.1404.85 Lakh) which relates
to the recoveries on account of various shortages in
inventory of the company, against which company
has filed charge sheet or court cases against
various vendors and employees. Being the nature
not of advance the said asset class has been
regrouped under the head “Other non current
assets” as per Note 13.

Other non current assets — Under the head “Other
Non Current Assets” Note 13, amount of Rs.
1415.82 Lakh shown as “Shortage under
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investigation” for different earlier years which
includes amount recoverable either from employees
or rice millers. The matters is either under dept
inquiry or under court cases and is pending for write
off or settlement. The recoveries if any made will be
accounted for as and when recover or will be written
off after completion of inquiries and court cases. The
company has created provision of Rs. 21.53 Lakh
against Shortage under investigation during the
year for the amount outstanding prior to 2005-06.

Non current deposits with maturity period more than
12 months, includes deposit with Registrar Punjab &
Haryana High Court worth Rs. 1.62 Lakh against
case pending with High Court. Further it included
amount of Rs. 0.25 Lakh earlier marked as bank
guarantee has now been regrouped under the head
Security Deposits in Note 12.

CurrentAssets -

Inventories — The company has maintained regular
stock register containing details of inventory. The
management has responsibility of regular
verification of inventory lying with the company at
various location. The management is of opinion that
all the inventories mentioned as per note 14 is good
and in usable or saleable conditions, except for the
inventories against which provision has been made.
The items of inventories are valued at lower of cost
or estimated realizable value. Cost of raw material,
stores and spares , loose tools and fertilizers is
taken on FIFO basis. Cost of wheat, paddy/rice and
bajara is determined at market support price plus
appropriate expenses incurred to bring the stocks at
the present location. Work in progress is valued at
raw material cost plus appropriate portion of labour
and overheads. Cost of finished goods includes raw
material and appropriate portion of manufacturing
overheads, material in transit is valued at cost.
Scrap, if any at the year end does not form part of
closing inventory. The company has further
provided the provision for damaged inventory of
Bardana, lying in stores and spares worth Rs. 29.64
Lakhinthe year2018-19.

Closing stock, as per Note No. 14, of Paddy/Rice
includes 18246.60 MT of Paddy/Rice amounting to
Rs. 4019.80 Lakh pertaining to FY 2012-13 to 2017-
18, which is lying with the Rice Millers as on 31-03-
2020. This is subject to confirmation and
reconciliation.

Trade Receivables — Includes the debtors of the
company to whom goods have been sold and
amount is recoverable. Earlier in FY 2018-19, the
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trade receivables in Note 15, included advances
paid to vendors amounting to Rs. 6656.53 Lakh
which has now been regrouped as per the
provisions of Schedule IIl of companies Act, 2013
under the head “Short Term Loans & Advances”
under Note no. 17. The regrouping has been
followed in FY 2019-20 and accordingly advances
worth Rs. 2469.33 Lakh has been regrouped. The
balances are subject to confirmation and
reconciliation.

The company has further provided provision of Rs.
634.55 Lakh in the current financial year against the
bad doubtful trade receivables. The balance debtors
amounting to Rs. 7852.85 Lakh, as per Note 15,
include good and secured receivables or the
receivables against whom court cases are pending
and managementis hopeful for recovery.

Trade Receivables includes Rs. 2603.52 Lakh
recoverable from Rice millers against sale of
11026.07 MT of Paddy/Rice for the crop year 2013-
14 and 2014-15. The Corporation had initiated
necessary action against the rice millers who failed
todelivertherice tothe FCI.

Cash & Cash Equivalent — Includes Bank balances
and cash balances at various units of company
managed by respective district manager of the
company.

Short term loans and advances — Under Note 17,
Advances to parties amounting to Rs. 2469.33 Lakh
(PY Rs. 6656.53 Lakh) was earlier shown as Trade
receivables, is now reclassified as per Companies
Act, 2013. The balances are subject to confirmation
and reconciliation.

VAT input recoverable amounting to Rs. 989.67
Lakh. The VAT/CST assessments have been
completed till FY 2017-18 and company is in
process filing application for refund with the Excise
& Taxation Department, Haryana.

Revenue from Operations

The major Revenue of the Corporation upto the year
2017-18 was from procurement activity of food
grains. However, in the Board of Directors meeting
held on 18.12.17, it was decided that due to severe
shortage of regular staff no procurement of food
grains be made in future. The impact of the decision
has resulted in major revenue shortfall in the current
year as well. The revenue from major products has
decreased from 26961.96 Lakh to Rs. 12893.91
Lakh.
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During the year 2018-19, the company had received
arrear from 10C against lease money which the
company had recorded in its books of account on
receipt basis.

Based on the information available with the
company, the balance due to Micro & small
enterprises as defined under the MSMED Act 2006
is Nil. Further, no interest during the year has been
paid or payable under the terms of the MSMED Act
2006.

The wooden crates / poly covers are depreciated at
@ 25% on SLM and the expense is charged to
Warehouse Expenses.

Prior period items of Rs.19.31 lakhs pertain to
Provident Fund relating to earlier years which was
approved by board in February 2019, but no
provision was created in earlier year and company
had recorded expenses in the current year. Further it
includes income worth Rs. 81.73 Lakh pertaining to
interest income from Fixed deposit held with HDFC
Bank, which was not recorded in earlier relevant
years. Further includes a sum of Rs. 25.26 Lakh
pertaining to 2007-08 relating to expense payable.

The Company has been making the payments of
service taxand GST as required under the Act.

During the financial year 2007-08, the Company had
received 33 Nos. of computers, 17 Nos. of Printers
and 16 Nos. of UPS from the Food Corporation of
India free of cost under the IISFM Project. The value
of these computers, Printers and UPS has not been
accounted for in the books of accounts as it is not
clear whether the title of these computers / Printers /
UPS is with the Company or with the Food
Corporation of India.

All balances are subject to confirmation and
reconciliation.

The figures have been rounded off to the nearest
in lakh.

Sales are recognized at the time of dispatch to
customer and include in any taxes as applicable, if
any Enhancement in Incidentals, bardana, interest
and storage charges by Food Corporation of India
on account of wheat/ rice sold to them is accounted
for on the basis of letter received from Food
Corporation of India.

The Company was appointed as a procurement
agency for wheat/paddy/ bajra by the State
Government. These stocks are delivered to Food
Corporation of India as per the rates already
decided by the Government of India which includes
interest, custody and maintenance charges and
carry over charges etc. These expenses have
already been incurred by the Company during the
year on behalf of Government of India. Since these
costs are recoverable from Food Corporation of
India at the time of delivery of these stocks and
therefore the recovery of these costs are
measurable and certain from Food Corporation of
India
